We all need 
breaks from the everyday things 
and a change of scene, even Jesus 
himself took time on numerous 
occasions to withdraw from the 
hustle and bustle of everyday 
activities to recharge his batteries 
and be ready for what lay ahead of 

him. 

And so, as the summer school 
holidays approach, I want to 
encourage everyone to a break if 
you can, get away if you can, relax 
and enjoy good weather (hopefully) 
and leisure time because we don’t 
get an awful lot of it really. 
Thinking about the weather side 
of things I would also suggest that 
although good weather is nice, 
poor weather should never stop us 
taking and enjoying a much 

needed break. 

I have just returned from a short 
break in Spain and before leaving 
was keeping a constant eye on the 
weather forecast for the area, it 
didn’t look good and there was 
rain forecast (thankfully it only 
rained for half a day and before we 

knew it the sun was out again and 
we were by the pool). As I was 
watching the forecast I was telling 
myself it wouldn’t spoil anything 
as I’d be away – away from the 
desk, away from the phone, away 
from cooking and cleaning and all 
the other everyday stuff – but I 
still couldn’t help thinking and 
saying ‘what if it rains’ until a 
good friend said look at it this 
way… “imagine being at home, if 
you get up in the morning have a 
shower and leave the towel on the 
bathroom floor it will still be there 
to pick up at night… you’re going 
to a hotel where you won’t have to 
even think about that!” True and 
wise words reminding me that 
even the simple things you needn’t 

worry about when on holiday. 

I hope that everyone will get the 
chance to take a break this 
summer – follow the example of 
Jesus, even if only for a short time 
– withdraw to a quiet space (or not 
so quiet in some cases), relax, 
enjoy yourselves and be refreshed 

for whatever lies ahead.
